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 The Jefferson 

City Jaycees celebrated 
Earth Day 2009, by 
replacing all of the light 
bulbs in the exhibit hall 
with Compact Florescent 
Bulbs (CFL). The cost of 
this project was 
approximately $400, but 
the energy savings should 

pay for this in less than 1 
year.  
 By switching to  
23W compact fluorescent 
bulbs, we'll use 75% less 
energy, produce 75% less 
heat and will last up to 10 
times longer than the old 

100W incandescent bulbs. 
 The CFL savings 
calculator shows that we 
will save around $536 per 
year on our utility bill with 
just 2 hours per day 
average usage.

Guacamole Potato Salad  

 

 

 

 
Ingredients: 

3 pounds red potatoes 

2 tablespoons plus 1 to 1 1/2 

teaspoons salt 

1 ripe avocado, peeled 

2 teaspoons grated lime zest 

Juice of 2 limes (about 1/2 

cup) 

2 garlic cloves, crushed 

1/2 cup chopped cilantro 

2 tablespoons mayonnaise 
2 celery stalks, sliced 

This recipe combines two summer 
favorites in one: avocado makes 
the dressing super creamy with 

only the tiniest addition of mayo.  

Step 1  
In a large pot, cover the potatoes 
with cold water. Add the 2 table-
spoons of salt and bring the pota-
toes to a boil over high heat. Re-
duce the heat to medium and sim-
mer until the potatoes are tender, 
about 20 minutes or until you can 
pierce them easily with a paring 

knife. Drain them in a colander 
and allow to cool.  

 

Step 2  
Meanwhile, puree the avocado, 
lime zest and juice, garlic, cilan-
tro, mayonnaise, and remaining 
salt in a food processor until 

smooth. If the dressing seems too 
thick, add a tablespoon or so of 
hot water.  

 

Step 3  
Cut the potatoes into bite-size 
chunks (leave the skins on) and 

place them in a large bowl with 
the celery. Scrape in the dressing 
with a rubber spatula and gently 
stir it all together. Serve immedi-

ately, or cover and chill.
