Chocolate Peanut Butter Ice Cream Pie 
Ingredients: 
1-1/2 cups chocolate cookie crumbs 

2 Tbsp. chopped peanuts 
1/4 cup melted butter 
2 cups chocolate ice cream, 
softened 

4 cups vanilla ice cream, sof-
tened 
1/2 cup peanut butter 
1/4 cup chopped peanuts 

 

Prep Time:  35 minutes 

Cook Time:  6 minutes 

 

 

 

 

Preparation: 

 

 Preheat oven to 350 
degrees F. In medium bowl, com-
bine cookie crumbs, 2 Tbsp. 
chopped peanuts and melted butter 
and mix well. Press into bottom 
and up sides of 9" pie pan. Bake at 
350 degrees F for 5-6 minutes until 

set. Cool completely. 

 When crust has cooled, 
spread softened chocolate ice 
cream in bottom of crust. Freeze 
for 30 minutes. Meanwhile, com-
bine vanilla ice cream and peanut 
butter in large bowl and beat until 
peanut butter is thoroughly 

blended with ice cream. Spread 
over chocolate ice cream in crust 
and top with remaining chopped 
peanuts. Cover and freeze for at 
least 6 hours. Let stand at room 

temperature for 10 minutes before 

slicing and serving.

Well simply go to the Mis-

souri Jaycees website at www.mojc.org 

and click on the programs link, there 

you will find the application for both 

the Outstanding Young Missourian and 

Outstanding Young Farmer. Complete 

the application turn have the nominee 

sign the application, turn it in to the 

chapter president for their signature, 

and we will submit it to the OYM/OYF 

Program Manager for judging. The 

applications are judged and winners are 

selected by a group of distinguished 

judges from different geographical 

areas outside Missouri. Once the deter-

mination of who the honorees will be 

they will be notified by November of 

each year, and will be honored at the 

black tie event held in January.
