You as a member are just as responsible, as manage-

ment, for making it right. If you see some simple main-

tenance issue such as trash that needs picked up or emp-

tied, toilet paper or towels need changed, floors need

swept or even a light bulb that needs replaced, take a 

couple of minutes and fix it, or if you can't do it yourself 

find someone near you and get it taken care of.

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Annual Meeting of the Home Association Membership & Elections  

 

E L  T O R O  

  

 Well itôs that time of year again. Itôs time for the Annual Meeting of the Home Association Membership.  

 What you ask, dose the Home Association Membership not meet every month? The answer is yes, the Home 

Association Board of Directors meets each month, on the second Tuesday, just before the General Membership Meet-

ing and all members are welcome to come to a Home Association Board meeting, but at those meetings, only Home 

Association Board members are allowed to vote.  

 So whatôs the difference? 

 The Annual Meeting of the Home Association Membership is held each year the fourth Tuesday in April. 

This is when all members of the Home Association have a say, as it is time to elect a new HA Board. 

 The Home Association bylaws state it as follows: 
 

 Article II: Section 3 ï Meetings 

 The annual meeting of the membership shall be held on the fourth Tuesday of April of each year immediately  

following the Annual meeting of the members of the Jefferson City Jaycees, for the purpose of electing directors,  

and for the transaction of such other business as may come before the meeting. Special meetings of the members may be  

called at any time by the President, Vice President, Secretary , Treasurer,  by the Board of Directors. A special meeting  

of the members may also be called by twenty percent (20%) of all members.  A Special meeting may be called by those  

listed above for any for any purpose, providing they shall make written application to the Secretary of the Corporation  

stating the time, place, and purpose or purposes of such meeting. The Secretary shall thereupon call the meeting and  

issue written notice, to the persons entitled to receive such notice, at least ten (10) days prior to the meeting  

or other action requiring notice. 
 

 Who is a member of the Home Association? Every member of the Jefferson City Jaycees, and Jefferson City 

Jaycee Alumni in good standing. 
 

Article II: Section 1 ï Members 

Each member of the Jefferson City Jaycees in good standing and all Jefferson City Jaycee Alumni members, as  

recognized by the United States Jaycees, shall be members of the Jefferson City Jaycee Home Association and shall  

be entitled to one vote upon each matter submitted to a vote at any meeting of the membership. 
 

 What is a member in good standing? Any Member or Alumni whoôs dues are paid current. In other words if 

you are due in or before April, and your dues are paid you are eligible to come and vote at the Annual Meeting of the 

Home Association membership. Those who have been granted Jefferson City Jaycee Lifetime Members, are they eli-

gible? Yes, if they are alive, they are, they owe no dues.  

 The Annual Meeting of the Home Association Membership is the only time in our organization when Alumni 

are eligible to vote. 

 Now that we have that covered. Who are we electing?  

 This year we have three (3) Home Association Director spots available, as well as the office of Home Asso-

ciation President. All four (4) of these positions are to be filled this year by of age members, as all of the Alumni spots 

on the Home Association are filled.  

 If you are interested in running for any of the spots available, all you have to do is be present at the Annual 

Meeting on April 27, immediately following the  

General Membership meeting, and have someone nominate you, or nominate yourself. See you there.

To freeze: follow recipe to baking point. Instead of baking, place rolls in a single layer 

on a cookie sheet and freeze. Once frozen, put into a freezer bag. When ready to 

bake, return to cookie sheet and bake at 400 degrees F for 10-15 minutes.
